About the Lincoln Soil and Water Conservation District: Since 1955, the Lincoln Soil and Water
Conservation District (LSWCD) has worked to enhance and protect soil, water, and other natural
resources related to agricultural, forested, urban and rural lands across Lincoln County, Oregon. By
building diverse coalitions of stakeholders and partners, providing high-quality education and
technical assistance, as well as designing and implementing conservation and enhancement
projects on working lands, the District delivers science-based solutions to manage, protect, and
improve natural resources for current and future generations. Our conservation goals are based on
guidelines set forth in the Mid-Coast Agricultural Water Quality Area Plan (as administered by the
Oregon Department of Agriculture (ODA)), the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality’s
(DEQ) Nonpoint Source Pollution Reduction Program, and the Oregon Plan for Salmon and
Watersheds.

Located in Newport, Oregon, LSWCD works to understand and meet the evolving environmental
challenges and community needs of the Mid-Coast region - from sandy beach towns, to rich
agricultural valleys, to salmon bearing waterways, and productive timberlands. LSWCD, is a
non-regulatory government agency established by the State Legislature for the purpose of
supporting renewable natural resources in cooperation with private landowners. District financial
resources are currently provided primarily through competitive grants, interagency agreements,
and direct service contracts. Staff receive guidance and support from federal and State agency
and local partners, other District Staff and members of the LSWCD Board of Directors.

Watersheds Restoration Program Specialist Overview:

The Watersheds Restoration Program Specialist (WRPSS) provides leadership for the
implementation of LSWCD’s Water Quality Monitoring & Assessment Program. This position
requires strong project management and development skills; technical skills; supervisory skills;
fieldwork and data management experience; fiscal responsibility; the ability to work independently
and as a part of a team, and be able to communicate with a diverse set of partners and
landowners, and through multiple modes of media. As Program Lead, the Specialist represents

LSWCD in developing competitive grant funding in support of the Program and District.

This position generally is a 40-hour work week. Workdays and work hours will be Monday through
Friday, 8:00 AM to 4:30 PM (half hour for lunch), with daily hours and workdays variable
depending upon funding, field work, community events, and required evening meetings. A monthly
evening board meeting is required by all LSWCD Specialists on the second Thursday of each
month.

Scope of Responsibilities:

The WRPS Specialist works with LSWCD’s Board of Directors (BOD), Oregon Department of
Environmental Quality (DEQ), National Resource Conservation Service (NRCS), Oregon
Watershed Enhancement Board (OWEB), Oregon Department of Agriculture (ODA) and other
Federal, State, and local partners to monitor water quality, develop goals and plans regarding the
investigation, enhancement, and protection of waters across the MidCoast. On the ground, the
WRPS Specialist works to implement water quality monitoring through aquatic habitat and
analytical projects that address the needs of stakeholders. These needs include, but are not
limited to, the development of Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL), efficacy monitoring of
restoration efforts to inform future work practices, and prioritization of high opportunity lands for
Best Management Practice (BMP) implementation. The WRPS Specialist is the central advocate,
coordinator of volunteers and partners, and trainer/outreach coordinator for local water quality and
quantity related collaborations.

Program Funding:

This position is primarily grant-funded. The WRPS Specialist is responsible for developing further
funding for the program, the position, and any projects, materials and staff required to carry out
program and project goals. This funding typically comes from writing State and Federal assistance
grants but may also be solicited at the landowner project level (cost-share). Eventually, funds may
be secured at the District level from a District tax levy. Project administration expenses (a
budgetary line item allowed in most grant packages) are a crucial component in maintaining
LSCWD facilities, equipment, and support staff. Additional grant securement sustains program
staff, but also other District staff.

Reporting:

This position is governed by the LSWCD Board of Directors (BOD). Daily, operational activities are
largely self-directed in coordination and consultation with other Program Specialists and require a
high degree of self-motivation and independence. All programs and projects must ultimately be
approved by the LSWCD BOD. Activity reports must be prepared, submitted and presented at
monthly Board meetings and to funding partners.

Fieldwork will include working in and around such locations as farms, rivers, streams and
ponds; properties with dense vegetation or woodlands; and other areas with steep,
slippery, muddy, rocky or other hazardous terrain. Ability to navigate rough terrain in
inclement weather on foot is essential. Appropriate attire shall be worn for these
conditions.

This position will include significant time working at a desk, using a computer or standing.
This position may require work outdoors related to workshops, tours, farmers markets, field
days, and other LSWCD-sponsored programs and events. These events may occur during
inclement coastal weather.

This position requires work with and around hand tools, herbicides and mechanical
equipment. Appropriate safety policies established by the District, OR-OSHA, Oregon Dept.
of Agriculture, and Oregon Dept. of Forestry and other authorities must be followed and
supervised.

This position requires occasional travel to conferences, workshops, training sessions, and
daytime and evening meetings outside the office. Travel may be outside the normal
workday or overnight. Overnight travel may be as long as one week.

Watershed Program Specialist September Staff Report

A. Community Engagement, Education, Outreach

USFWS Butterfly - October 19 Community College “Mini Meadows for Native
Pollinators" class scheduled with 15 RSVPs. Plants delivered 10.11. November
MCWC community meeting scheduled, staff seeking speakers.

B. Habitat Restoration/Technical Assistance

Euchre Creek - Staff are planning a visit to the site to check on germination of
Spring seeds. Likely, seeding will occur in November.

USFWS Butterfly - Mahaffey property Cooperative Agreement signed, planting
Fall 2023. Hoyt property Cooperative Agreement under review, planting likely
Fall 2024. Lincoln City Demo Garden to be expanded with over 1500 plants Fall
2023. Staff picked up 5000 forbs 10.11 and are preparing to plant them out in
November.

Upper Yaquina SIA - The October 2nd workshop was cancelled due to a lack of
attendance (staff assume due to it being a Monday evening with a nasty stormy).
Oct. 16 event advertised, staff hope for more attendance. Two rainwater
catchment workshops are planned (Dec. 7 and 8) at Eddyville Charter School
and CTSI Farm (8th). Staff are hiring a contractor to facilitate the workshop.
USFS Title Il Salmon River Hatchery - Staff began work on Area 2-4. Area 1
brushing has begun with fencing planned for November. The crew identified
Yellow ArchAngel and other weeds for treatment in 2024.

MCWC Schooner Creek - District staff are maintaining the plantings. Fall
seeding conducted in early October. Staff are generating a modified SOW and
requesting an extension of the grant to provide more plant establishment.

C. Partnership/Project Development

Siletz BMP - No news.

OPRD: OPRD is requesting a meeting to discuss a partnership agreement for
noxious weed control.

USFS: USFS is requesting a meeting to discuss restoration partnership
agreement for USFS properties.

MRT: McKenzie River Trust sent over a contract agreement for stewardship
maintenance on their properties. Staff are particularly interested in these because
of the potential stability of consistent work.

CWMA: Weed managers met on 10.10.23 to discuss weed management in the
county. Staff attended and many agencies are expressing interest in partnering
on ODA Weed Board, BLM Partner, and USFS Title Il funding. Staff expressed
the ability to hire out our technicians, but lack management staff to manage all of
the projects.

6 qualified
applicants have applied. MCWC has agreed to hire 2.
- Projects: MCWC Beaver Creek North and South, Beaver Creek Community
Restoration Project, Salmon River Hatchery, Schooner Creek, and USFS Weeds.
J. Noxious Weeds
- Field Work: End of season is here. Work was primarily conducted on the Salmon
River Hatchery and Schooner Creek with some work on private properties for
knotweed by Katie.
- USFS Weeds I: Project work is shifting with priority weeds. Three new thins
added with the removal of two.
- USFS Weeds lI: Site visits conducted with a few more planned for the third week
of October for knotweed.
- CPRCD Alsea Weeds: Staff submitted the modified SOW and was granted an
extension through September 2024.
